St Edmundsbury Strategy Consultation – Cllr. J Smith said she would like some input for the consultation document she is completing which requires information about tourism, parks, countryside, play and youth issues.  Some of the questions seem orientated toward facilities in Bury St Edmunds,  They are carrying out a review of sports in rural areas as well as tourism.  There was a general feeling that St Edmundsbury need to focus more on leisure in areas other than Bury itself.  Cllr. Neal pointed out there had recently been two touring plays which visited Clare  but things like this were not always well supported however this could be due to lack of publicity etc.   Cllr. J Smith will point out we already have the County Park and privately owned fishing lakes.

Clare in Bloom – Cllr. O Smith pointed out there was a change of time for the judging on the Britain in Bloom day.

Orange Telephone Mast – Clerk reported that a letter has been received regarding new proposals for a mast including photographs of suggested sites.
