Minutes of Parish Council meeting held in the Old School Community Centre, Clare on Wednesday  28th July 2004 at 7pm

1. Apologies:  Cllrs J Stevens (Chairman), Cllr. L Stevens, R Warmington 
2. Register of members interests:  Cllr. O Smith expressed an interest in item c) as opposite her home.
3. Planning:

a) SE/04/2722/P – Erection of two storey rear extension – 4 Hill Terrace, Cavendish Road, Clare – Recommended approval with reservations about the type of materials, i.e. weatherboarding, proposed by Cllr. Mison, seconded by Cllr. J Smith and carried unanimously
b) SE/04/2762/P – Erection of single storey rear extension – 20 Church Street, Clare – A letter from neighbours backing onto the property was read out expressing their concerns.  Recommended approval was proposed by Cllr. J Smith, seconded by Cllr. Mison and carried unanimously
c) SE/04/2777/P – Erection of four dwellings in lieu of two dwellings previously approved on part of site – Nethergate Street Garage, Nethergate Street, Clare – Cllr. O Smith left whilst this was discussed.  Recommended approval was proposed by Cllr. Neal, seconded by Cllr. Mison and carried by a majority decision.  Cllr. Gee and Cllr. J Smith were opposed to the scheme.  Comments to be put on the paperwork to Borough were as follows; “As the Parish Council we can see no further objections but are disappointed that no opportunity has been taken to meet requirements of reservations previously expressed including danger with access into a busy street and the question of whether the number of parking spaces is adequate.

d) TCA04/1055 – (i) Pollard four Horse Chestnut trees (1,2,3,5) and (ii) 40% crow reduction to one Horse Chestnut tree (4) situated in a Conservation Area – Stour House, Stoke Road, Clare  - Recommended approval was proposed by Cllr. J Smith, seconded by Cllr. Daniels and carried unanimously
e) SE/04/2851/P – Erection of single storey extension – Maples, Erbury Place, Clare - Recommended approval was proposed by Cllr. Mison, seconded by Cllr. Neal and carried unanimously

4. Any other business

Sheepgate Lane Signs – Cllr. Mison said parishioners had reported to him that the lack of signage at Sheepgate Lane is proving confusing for drivers and parishioners and clear signs are needed.  This can be added to the list for matters to be discussed with Jim Nunn of Highways on his annual visit.

Playing Field Account – Cllr. J Smith said Peter Shaw had spoken to her to say there was concern that nobody had been appointed as treasurer for this account.  This needs to be discussed at the next full Parish Council meeting and will be put on the agenda for then.  ACTION: CLERK
Village of the Year Awards – Cllr. J Smith said when the judges came last week it was suggested that we might investigate the possibility of holding a farmers market as local people miss having a market in Clare.  Cllr. Neal said the W.I. have plans to hold a monthly farmers market.  Clerk will contact Mary Mitson Woods to get phone numbers for organisers of other local farmers markets and will pass this information to Cllr. J Smith to investigate further.  ACTION: CLERK/CLLR. J SMITH

Cemetery – Cllr. J Smith asked all Councillors to walk through this area whenever possible due to the high number of problems at present.  A seat was damaged last weekend and there have been reports of motorbikes being ridden up there.  This will be put on the next agenda.  ACTION: CLERK
Planning consent – Cllr. O Smith reported that a door in the High Street on a grade 2 listed building has been painted dark red having always been black in the past.  The Borough will be contacted to see if consent is required to do this.  ACTION: CLERK
