	SE/05/02362 – (i) Change of use and alterations from retail to ground floor restaurant (ii) erection or two bedroom two storey house (iii) erection of six flats (iv) rebuilding of single storey toilet to form refused store (v) addition of stair access to the roof terrace of the house as amended by plans received 2nd December 2005 indicating revisions to terrace, provision of kitchen extractor, and interior and external alterations, and as further amended by plans received 20th June 2006 indicating extract ventilation from kitchen to rise up inside the rear wall and discharge to high level of building deleted from scheme and showing w.c. extract louvres to be added on the rear elevation – Clare Antiques Centre, The Mill, Malting Lane, Clare.  Recommended refusal proposed by Cllr. O. Smith, seconded by Cllr. K. Mison and carried unanimously.  The Parish Council is concerned that nothing has been changed since their previous objection.  It has been worsened by the w.c. extract louvres discharging over the gardens of River House Mews.  With regard to car parking for these residences the Parish Council has great concern that Suffolk County Council is prepared to enter into negotiations over the construction and purchasing of 99 year leases for 9 car parking spaces in the Country Park.  This has never been offered to the existing businesses and residences in Clare.  Do other people in Clare have the opportunity to enter into such negotiations?  It was agreed that the Clerk should send a copy of the Parish Council’s objections to the Property Division of Suffolk County Council, County Councillor Jane Midwood and Tim Yeo M.P.
