Parishioners Question Time

Report read out from resident of Common Street expressing real concern over the increased amount of traffic, report available to read in the Parish Clerks Office upon request.
A letter was read out by the Chairman from another parishioner expressing concerns regarding the actual building alterations and extension.  Copy of letter is available to read in the Parish Clerks Office upon request.
The Chairman of the School Governors was pleased with the ongoing negotiations the Governors and Teaching Staff were having with the architects for the building and is grateful to the Parish Council for any support they may give during the process.  He is certain the works can be carried out with minimum disruption to the children and he and the Governors and Staff are keen to progress with the project.
A concern raised from a parishioner was that Suffolk County Council have implemented the School Organisation Review plan, of which this project is a part, and that there will not be enough funding available to carry it through.
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
