CEMETERY RULES AND REGULATIONS
	1
	No person may dump rubbish or drop litter within the Cemetery boundaries.

	
	

	2
	No cycling is permitted in the Cemetery.

	
	

	3
	No camping or temporary residence is allowed in the Cemetery, or in the areas known as The Nuttery or Cemetery extension.

	
	

	4
	No fires can be lit in the Cemetery or in the areas know as the Cemetery Extension and The Nuttery without first obtaining the Parish Council’s written permission. 

	
	

	5
	No person shall use in the Cemetery a radio or other equipment that plays music or makes a noise likely, in the opinion of the Parish Council, to disturb the peace of the Cemetery.

	
	

	6
	No dogs are permitted in the Cemetery. On the public footpaths which run through the cemetery grounds, dogs must be kept on a lead.

	
	

	7
	No vehicles, except disability Blue Badge holders, are permitted in the Cemetery (except for funerals) without the written permission of the Parish Council.

	
	

	8
	If any of these rules are breached, any officer or member of the Parish Council has the right if he/she deems it appropriate to require any person who is infringing any such rule to leave the Cemetery.

	
	

	9
	The Cemetery is officially open to the public from 8am to 8pm in the summer and 8am to 4pm in the winter (times confirmed on the cemetery gates). All visitors should keep to the designated roads and footpaths and behave in a responsible manner. Children under the age of 12 years are not allowed in the Cemetery unless accompanied by an adult. Any person found to have caused damage to anything within the Cemetery may be fined by the Parish Council and charged for the cost of making good the damage he/she has caused.

	
	

	10
	All these Rules are issued at the direction of the Parish Council. The Parish Council reserves the right to amend or add to these Rules from time to time.
