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C.L.A.S.P
The CLASP bus will seat 12 people with one wheelchair space.  It is a Renault mini-bus.  It was purchased by CLASP with money generously donated by local people.

It is driven by one of our volunteer drivers, who have all passed the necessary MIDAS certificate and are CRB checked, to comply with legal and insurance requirements for such community vehicles. 

The bus may be hired by community charitable organisations such as the Senior Centre, Scouts, Guides, WI, Youth Clubs, Abbeyfield etc., depending on the availability of a driver from our panel of qualified drivers, or if the organisation itself has a MIDAS qualified driver.

A charge is made for the hiring, the remaining costs being covered by CLASP.

If you would like to either hire the bus, or indeed, join our driver panel (training is free), please contact June or Malcolm Smith on 277370.

CLASP organise a car service to take local people to doctor, dental and hospital appointments if people are unable to arrange this for themselves.  The drivers have a CRB check and are re-imbursed for their petrol use. A donation to CLASP is all that is asked in return. Again, our willing panel of drivers would welcome anyone wishing to join them in this work, which is very much appreciated by those with transport difficulties.
